· Not including names of coaches, athletes, or other individuals in the findings

· Not providing enough detail on each finding (listing only the findings but no supporting information)

· Not recognizing eligibility issues

· Not including the particular Bylaw citation that was violated

· Not taking a position of whether a violation occurred but only reporting information

· Not listing the basis for the university’s position that a violation occurred

· Not including the reasons the violations occurred

· Not listing corrective and punitive actions that the institution (or conference) already has taken

· Not addressing issues of ethical conduct or institutional control

· Not including press statements issued by the institution about the case
